Continuum of Care:
established by representatives of
relevant organizations within a
geographic area to carry out the
responsibilities set forth in the CoC

Recipient:

Agencies with grant agreements
directly with HUD. Formerly known as
grantees.

Subrecipients:

Organizations that receive a subgrant
from the recipient to operate the CoC
projects or parts of the projects.
Formerly known as sponsors.

Eligible recipients and subrecipients
include private nonprofit
organizations, States, local
governments, public housing
authorities, or instrumentalities of
State and local government.
